IV. ADMINISTRATIVE REPORTS 

A. Black Students

The President distributed copies of a booklet "College Lecture-Concert 

Series"; also a book entitled "Black Students" by Harry Edwards, a professor 

at the University of California. He said this is helpful reading to under-

stand the Black students' movement. 

The President distributed copies of a report on the efforts of SVC to 

meet the requests of Black students. He indicated that the Black Student 

Association contends that their ten demands have not been met fully and 

adequately. The President said that there is some misunderstanding on control 

of the funds. It was his thought that it was being held by the school for use 

of Black students, but they want to handle the money which poses a tax question 

and a good many other questions. The three demands which the BSA claims have 

not been met are in the area of hiring five Black instructors, a Black Coun-

sellor, and Black secretaries. In order to establish a better understanding, 

a series of human relations seminars among racial groups and students housed 

in the dormitories have begun. The President expressed concern over violation 

of the Civil Rights Act, which forbids using a federally-assisted facility for 

programs from which persons may be barred because of race. This leaves SVC in 

an ambiguous position with reference to the College Constitution as whites and

other minority individuals are barred from BSA. He pointed out that the 

State Legislature in Public Act 26 states that any State College or University 

could face a loss of appropriations should a campus disorder or eruption occur. 

This would include discontinuing scholarships to students who participate in 

disturbances. A special committee has been appointed by the Rights and Respon-

sibilities Committee to draft a code dealing with due process, and how to 

adjudicate and penalize as a fourth section of the College Constitution. 

B. Enrollment 

The President reported a total of 1,837 students enrolled for instruction 

in the fall term. FollO\ving is a break down by departments:

The President said that the College of Education is in the process of a 

self study, which is required by the State Department of Education, as a step 

toward authorization of SVC to certify its own teacher candidates. Presently 

this certification is being accomplished through an arrangement with Alma 

College. He said the demand for new teachers is diminishing, which may have 

an effect on the growth of the Education Department. 

C. Miscellaneous 

Two members of the SVC faculty, Dr. William B. Owsley, Professor of Biology, 

and Dr. Raymond E. Tyner, Associate Professor of English, have been honored by 

being included in the 1970 edition of "Outstanding Educators of America."
