Michigan, received bids for the construction of a dormitory
which said bids were taken under advisement by the Board of
Control; and

WIEREAS, the base bid of Consolidated Construction Company,
Bay City, Michigan including general work, heating plumbing
and electrical work is the lowest bid submitted by any
responsible bidder:; and

NOW, TIEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED 3Y THE Board of Control of
Saginaw Valley College, that the contract for general work,
heating, plumbing and electrical work in the amount of $682,286
be awarded Consolidated Construction Company.

That this award shall not be effective until the awardee
has been notified in writing by the Secretary of the
Board of Control of the award of the pertinent contract.
